RULES:

Only one entry per member per category.

All foods must be made from scratch-no mixes allowed

Pre-registration is required.

Online registration -please indicate one of the below age categories:

Primary Members are those 3rd and under,

Junior Members are those between 4th and 8th grade

Senior Members are those 9th and above.

Also indicate which contests you plan to enter. (See below list.)

Contestants may be asked to answer questions regarding their selection and cooking of the entry items by the judges.

TABLE SETTING CONTEST:

Table setting limited to 18” x 24” space

Place mat required.

Include menu and center piece related to your table setting theme

Use appropriate service and utensils

Judged on neatness, arrangement for menu and appropriateness to your theme.

FOOD FIESTA CONTEST:

This entry must tie into the theme of the food fiesta.

Plan a nutritionally balance menu for breakfast, lunch or dinner around the food fiesta theme.

(2009: It’s magically delicious)

Prepare one of the listed menu items (excluding desserts)

Plan a table setting to enhance your menu, keeping current food fiesta theme in mind.

ONE DISH WONDERS CONTEST:

This entry doesn’t need to be theme related, doesn’t require table setting or menu.

PIE CONTEST:

Make a pie of your choosing.
