Rules:
1. Entry forms and fees are due by May
5, 2009.
a) Competition is open for hand delivery
only.
b) Each artist is limited to two original
works.
¢) Craft work and work done under
supervision or in class will be rejected.
Copies likewise will be rejected.
Photographs used must have been
taken by the artist. Works appearing to
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be projected from a photo or slide wiill
be rejected. The judges' decision is final.

d) Entries must have been completed
within the 12 months prior to opening
day of the Fair.

2. Delivery and release: Adult/Youth
Exhibit Building. Exhibits to be
delivered/released according to the
schecule on page 9.

3. Presentation

a) Works must be framed, ready to hang
with fasteners and wire attached. No
heavy or ornate frames. Watercolors,
pastels and graphics must be covered
with glass.

b) Size: Maximum 52"x52" including frame
or base.

c) Label: A label not exceeding 3"x5" with
title, division/ class, name and address
of artist must be attached to back,
upper right corner of each work.

d) No wet or crated works.

e) Entries not conforming to the above
may be rejected at delivery. Work
entered, certified by artist checklist and
later rejected by the review board wiill
be held until the close of the Fair.

4. Awards

a) Each artist is restricted to one cash
award per class.

b) Judges are instructed not to award
premiums unless entries are deemed
worthy of merit, and may decide to
award none. Judges' decision is final.

d) The 2008 professional "Best of Show"
winner is ineligible to receive "Best of
Show" this year.

5. Sale of artwork is allowed. Forms will be

available at exhibit receiving.

6. Hanging Limitation: In the event more
works are submitted than is room to hang,
non-selected works will be stored at Fair
for release as scheduled with hung works.

7. The Fair reserves the right to refuse any

entry or to display
any entry considered not to be in
accordance with the rules of entry or in
the best interests of the Fair.

6. Prints previously exhibited in the CCC Fair
are ineligible.
7. All images must be original and may not
include elements
produced by anyone else. By virtue of
submitting an entry,
the exhibitor certifies the work as his or
her own. The Fair
assumes no liability for any misuse of
copyright by the
exhibitor.
8. The original image(s) must have been
taken by the
exhibitor with a film or digital camera.
9. Processing and printing may be done
commercially or by
the exhibitor.
10.The final work must be on photographic or
electronic print
material, mounting excepted.




11.Digital prints may not contain non-
photographic
dimensions.

Entry Limits:
1. Each photo and slide must be listed on the
entry form, one
per line, and must be titled.
2. Each photo will be judged only in the most
appropriate
class. Entries made out-of-class will be
disqualified if not
transferable to the proper class before
judging. Assistance
will be available at delivery.
3. For Amateur Division, a maximum of 2
prints per class
may be entered for Black/White prints
and Color prints. A maximum of 4 prints
per class for Color Mini Prints.

4. Professional, Fair Print and Historical
Pictures of the Fair Divisions — No limit.
Labeling:

1. No name or identifying mark may appear
on front of print.
Prints must have a title, name, and phone
number printed
on the back of print and on entry form.

Print Preparation

* Prints: must be mounted securely on a
rigid, lightweight backing (mat board,
foam-core, or cardboard) and must
not exceed an overall thickness Va*“.

* NO wood, masonite, or heavy dense
mat board.

* NO framed, glass covered, or shrink-
wrapped entries.

* NO hanging devices or other protrusions
on the back or front of prints.

Entries not conforming with above

rules will be eliminated from

competition.
